Thanks to your continued support we currently have 66 children at the centre. 25 students enrolled in a private secondary school and one in a government run secondary school. The private school begins 11 January 2010 and the government school begins on 4 January 2010. Education is a vital aspect for the advancement and improvement of the life of the children. We would like to congratulate our three students, Thabiza Emmanuel, Yusufu Jumanne, and Brail Ramadhani, who have passed their government exams for entrance into secondary school. They are seeking sponsorship and all help sponsoring these children is greatly appreciated. Anyone interested can sponsor a child through this webpage.
 

Five children have just finished vocational school and four of them already have jobs while the other one is working at the orphanage as a security guard. Matendo Msafiri and Beatus Mayala have obtained a job fixing vehicles at a garage in Tarime. In their spare time they also work repairing chairs and tables. Jamila Juma lives with her aunt, in Mwanza. Amina Ramadhani learned tailoring in her vocational school. We had purchased her a sewing machine and she is currently supporting herself and her grandma in Buhemba Mining Area, Musoma through her tailoring work for the members of the local community. Jacob Wilison is working as a mechanic for Fortes Garage in Mwanza. These five children are able to support themselves thanks to the assistance of all previous volunteers and donors. Doto David is working as a security guard at FONELISCO, while he is searching for work elsewhere.
 

The children have been on their Christmas holiday for the month of December but during that time they have been kept very busy. Both farming and fishing activities take place on the newly developed land that we have. The agriculture produced includes maize, rice, beans, cabbage, spinach, tomato, carrot and watermelon. The children are also tending to the fruits such as papaya, oranges, passion, bananas, etc. The children also lend a hand fishing and are then able to eat some of what they catch and sell the rest of it. Two of the children assist by chasing away the monkeys that pester that farmland and like to eat the fruits and vegetables. We sold the bananas produced from this land and used to the money to purchase goats for Christmas dinner. These activities have proved to be very beneficial for the children since they are able to see first-hand the end results of their hard labour. 
 

At the moment we have no international volunteers but we hope to receive some volunteers between May and July, 2010. Anyone interested please feel free to contact me with any additional information you may like.
